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Cadll for Banners

The Indiana District is looking for designs for the
banner that will be carried in the processional at
the national LWML convention in Peoria, lllinois in
June,2011. Each district is asked to create a ban-
ner that not only gives glory to God in art form,
but also beautifully expresses the convention
theme - “Being with Jesus - Living on the Edge.”
All banner designs should be submitted to Vice
President of Conventions Ellen Augustine no later
than November 1st. We would like fo see at least
one design from each zone in the district. Don’t
worry; that doesn’t mean you will need to make
it. Designs can be sent via e-mail as an attach-
ment or through USPS. Make sure there is a de-
scription included i.e. colors, fabrics, etc. Ad-
dresses are listed below.

Please check out the specifications carefully

before you
begin.
1. Finished ban-

ner size is to be
3 X 5. Added
fringe may
make it longer.
2. You may
NOT wuse the
o Iconven’rion
0go on your
Edge banner, but
base your de-
sign on the convention theme, “Being with Jesus
- Living on the Edge.”
3. Your district’s name MUST be on the front of
the banner. It may be abbreviated. Use any size
letter. Also, to help identify your district’s banner
when rolled up, please place a small identifying
tag naming your district on the lower left corner
of the backside of the banner.
4. Attach two ties to the back of the banner. One
tie is fo be at the center of the banner width
about 10-12 inches from the top. The second tie is
to be at center of banner width about 10-12
inches from the bottom. These ties should be long
enough to fie a bow around a 2" pole, and are
necessary to help hold the banner to the pole.
Note: Do NOT use Velcro to hold the banner to
the pole, as it has proved to be ineffective.
Please use fies as described.
5. Dowels used at the bottom of banners must
be tacked in place to prevent slipping out.
6. Aftach the banner to a 1" dowel with a screw
eye on each end of the dowel. Please use a
strong quarter-inch or 8mm cord. Make a small
loop at the center for hanging. Secure the cord-
ing through each screw eye, laying the cord flat
along the dowel, with the small loop at the cen-

ter of the banner. Knot the cord on the outside of
each screw eye. Be sure to attach the cord fight-
ly because it will stretch when the banner is
hung. We encourage you to hang your banner
before sending it fo convention to allow fime for
stretch.
7. Heavy fabrics or bulky items are discouraged.
The banner should be relatively easy to manage
when carried. The host committee will provide
poles and stands for the banner.
If you have further questions feel free to contact
me. God's blessings as you consider this district
project.

It will still be
difficult to make the right choices, but the
more background we have in the Word the
better we will be at making the decisions
about what is really important in our lives. Give
yourself permission to give up some to the
more stressful things that you have felt you
“must do” and concentrate on the really im-
portant ones. | believe you will be happier!

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Reach Out With Love

In this the love of God was made manifest
among us,
that God sent his only Son
into the world, so that we
might live through him.
In this is love, not that we
have loved God but that
he loved us
and sent his Son to be the
propitiation for our sins.
Beloved, if God so loved us,
we also ought to love one
another. (1 John 4:9-11 ESV)

The apostle John is also known as “the disciple
whom Jesus loved” (John 13:23). After the death
and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ, John's
life was fransformed from a son of thunder (Mark
3:17) to a messenger of love. As Martin Luther
rightly pointed out, the epistles of John “are not
doctrinal epistles, but examples of love and of
faith” (LW 35:393). 1 John, especially, is the explic-
it example of his message of love.

The most famous example of John's message
of love is found in 1 John, chapters 3 and 4. Here
John points out that God is love and the fountain

of God'’s love is His Son, Jesus Christ. John exhorts
us to demonstrate God’s love for us by loving
God and loving one another. As John mentions,
this message of love is originally Jesus’ new com-
mand to his followers (John 13:34; 15:12,17) and
identifies us as being one of His disciples: “By this
all men will know that you are my disciples, if you
love one another” (John 13:35).

As a member of the Christian Outreach Com-
mittee, | am often challenged to present new
outreach strategies or materials for different
LWML societies. John's message of love once
again reminds me of going back to the basic first
step of Christian Outreach, that is, love for one
another.

Since | am getting older and forgetful, | use
one of my husband’s favorite coffee mugs to re-
mind me that love is: “Touching people with Jesus
for healing and service.” | know that you all have
your own unique and creative ways to reach oth-
ers with love. | encourage you to share with one
another in your societies about your creative
ways to reach out in love. May God make this a
blessing
for you.
