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Section 17
Bylaws:
A Nominating Committee shall consist of a chairman, appointed by the district LWML Executive Committee, three (3) members selected from as many zones and geographical areas, and one (1) member of the district LWML Executive Committee, whose term of office extends beyond the next regular convention.

The Nominating Committee shall:

A. receive suggested names of nominees for elective office from societies and zones;

B. submit the names of at least two (2) candidates, if possible, for each elective office to be filled;

C. select candidates for President who have served as a member of the district LWML Board of Directors;

D. select candidates for the remaining offices who have served at the zone level and who are active in their societies;

E. submit two (2) candidates for Pastoral Counselor from the four (4) nominees selected by the district LWML Executive Committee;

F. obtain written consent of all candidates to serve if elected;

G. submit a report to be published in the Indiana District Good News prior to the district LWML convention;

H. prepare printed ballots with the names listed in alphabetical order.

I.  maintain officer guidelines

Standing Rules:

  1.  The mileage allowance shall be $0.30 per mile, effective 4/01/01 (2/23/02)

  9.  The district shall pay lodging for district LWML Board of Directors and committee

       members on the basis of four (4) per room for all authorized meetings. (10/25/86)

Meetings
1. Attend all Board of Directors meetings as requested by the president.

2. Call a meeting of the nominating committee prior to the spring board meeting in the odd numbered years.  This may be accomplished by email/telephone or at the District Retreat. 

Selection of Nominees
1. Inform all zones and societies of nomination needs and deadlines.  Do this through the Good News before the search for nominees begins.  

2.  Contact the secretary for a copy of the guidelines for each office to be filled. (For the 2012 convention only contact the VP Mission Grants) These will be sent via email so they can easily be sent to prospective candidates.

3. Send prospective nominee a copy of the job description as outlined in the officers’ guidelines as noted in #2.

4. Obtain written approval of the nominee from her Pastor.

5. After selection, all nominees should be notified as to the committee’s decision. Verbal and written consent should be obtained from all nominees

6. Present slate to spring (even year) BOD meeting.  Report does not need approval by the board.
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Counselor Guidelines
Send all suggested names of counselor nominees to the President of the Indiana District LWML. The Executive Committee shall select four nominees and the nominating committee chooses two for the ballot.  

Conventions
1. Prepare printed ballot for the election and send it to the parliamentarian. 
2. The offices are listed in the order found in the bylaws.  Candidates are in alphabetical order.

3. Prepare candidate tally sheet for convention manual and send to manual coordinator.
4. Read slate of nominees at the convention and introduce them to the convention body.
5. Prepare a resume of the nominees for the convention manual including a picture.

6. Inform nominees when they are to be introduced to the convention body and of special events (receptions, etc.); and advise them where they are to meet prior to the convention.

7. Make special name tags for nominees.
8.  Send a resume and picture of nominees to the Good News Editor in time to be published
     in the Convention issue ( deadline to be determined but probably due in February of the 
     even numbered years).  Find out if pictures will be taken by someone in charge of
     photographs for the convention.  Arrange for pictures to be returned if necessary. (Note: it 
     is a good idea to have each candidate review his/her resume first).

October even numbered years - District President selects nominating committee members

February odd numbered years - Nominating Committee meets either by email, phone, or in
          person
Spring Retreat odd numbered years - Publicize the need for submitting nominees

August Treatshop odd numbered years - Publicize the need for submitting nominees

Slate of officers submitted for Spring Good News (date to be determined but probably February of even numbered years)
Spring BOD Meeting even numbered years - Report nominees to BOD
