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Section 16
Bylaws:
Section 1

The Pastoral Counselors shall be the Indiana District Outreach Counselor and two (2) LCMS pastors who are serving the parish ministry, one of whom shall be elected at each district LWML convention.

Section 4

The Pastoral Counselors shall:

A. serve the district LWML in an advisory capacity;

B. attend the district LWML conventions, meetings of the district LWML Board of Directors, and district LWML Executive Committee as non-voting members;

C. attend LWML conventions as directed by the district LWML Executive Committee.

Standing Rules:
      1.  The mileage allowance shall be $0.30 per mile, effective 4/01/01 (2/23/02)
Meetings:
1. The Senior Counselor serves as counselor to the Christian Life, Leader Development and Retreat Committees.  He will attend their committee meetings and approve written material and articles for publication.  The Spiritual Resource Department (SRD) meets at least five times during a biennium.

2. The Junior Counselor serves as counselor to the Christian Outreach and Human Care Committees.  He will attend their committee meetings and approve their written material and articles for publication.  The Spiritual Resource Department (SRD) meets at least five times during a biennium.

       3.   As part of the responsibilities at all meetings Counselors are expected to attend, one or the other

            will prepare opening devotions/Bible Studies and be prepared to lead the group in special prayers 

            as requested.
4.   Both Counselors will serve as counselor to the Executive Committee and the Board of Directors,
     with the Senior Counselor having the overall responsibility.  The Executive Committee meets four 
     (4) to six (6) times a biennium.  The Board of Directors meets at least three (3) times a biennium.
5.   Both Counselors will attend the Change of Officers Retreat held in conjunction with the Board of
      Directors meeting following the District Convention.  This is an overnight stay.

     7.  The Nominating Committee will be under the supervision of the Senior Counselor.

 8.  The Structure Committee will be under the supervision of the Junior Counselor.
 9.  The Indiana District LCMS Outreach Counselor serves as counselor to the Mission 
       Grants Committee and attends the meetings of that committee.  The Vice President – Mission 
      Grants will contact the Outreach Counselor for information on projects, especially those submitted

      by the Indiana District LCMS Outreach Board.  Whenever possible, the Outreach Counselor
      attends the Executive Committee and Board of Directors meetings.
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National LWML Convention
1. The Senior Counselor attends the LWML Convention held in the odd-numbered years at the expense of the LWML District.  He sits with the delegates on the convention floor.  

District LWML Convention
1. Both Counselors attend the entire convention at the expense of the Indiana District LWML.

      2.   The District LWML Convention is held in the even-numbered years in the month of June.

      3.   The Senior Counselor works with the worship areas.  This is done through the Christian Life 
            Committee.  He will write the convention worship service and preach at that service.

4. The Junior Counselor will assist with the convention worship service as requested by the Senior
      Counselor.

5.   Both counselors will be available for counseling.

      6.   If requested, both counselors will take turns sitting with the LWML President, a Vice-President,
     Recording Secretary, and Parliamentarian during the convention meetings to offer counsel, 
     support, or prayer as needed.

7.   The Senior Counselor installs the newly-elected officers.

8.   Both Counselors will prepare and submit a written report or letter for the Convention Manual.
9.   Both Counselors will participate in a convention report as determined by the Executive
      Committee.

    10.   Perform other duties as requested by the LWML President or Executive Committee.

Treatshop
1. Both Counselors should be present at the Treatshop.

2.   The Senior Counselor will write and conduct the Bible study.

3.   The Junior Counselor will conduct a session for Zone Counselors and any other duties as
       requested by the SRD committees.

4.   The Treatshop is held in the odd-numbered years.

Publications
1. The Senior Counselor, who was the Junior Counselor prior to a convention, will write and submit an article to the Good News Editor by September 25 (the October issue) and by March 25 (the April issue).

2. The Junior Counselor, who is the newly-elected counselor, will write and submit an article to the Good News Editor by December 25 (the January issue) and by June 25 (the July issue).

3. All articles written and submitted by others for the Good News and SRD Express will be reviewed by the Counselors before publication by the Editor.
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
